We can always be a little more
watchful - of our own property as
well as our neighbors. A reminder of
some tips that we can never hear too
often:

- Keep your garage door closed,
even when you're at home, and
remind your kids to keep the garage
door closed.

- Keep the door locked from your
garage to your home. Perhaps
consider a key-code style lock to
make it a little easier to get in and
also so it automatically locks behind
you.

- Never leave your purse, keys,
iPods or other valuables in your car,
even if parked in a closed garage.

- Keep an eye out for your
neighbors. Call if you see a garage
door open or if something just
doesn’t look right.

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Keeping up Appearances

Just a reminder that we live in
a neighborhood that needs to
abide by not only city codes,
but also neighborhood
covenants that were put in
place to help keep everything
looking its best. Just like this
writer, our homes and
landscaping are more mature
and may need a little extra
work to stay in shape. A
couple of points that have
recently become issues the
Board needed to address:

- Lawns need to be kept
mowed and free of weeds. If
you’re going to be gone for an
extended period of time,
please arrange for this to be
taken care of. Thisis also a
practical security measure as
well. A lawn that is not
maintained labels the house
“unoccupied” and a prime
target.

- Any landscaping that is
within the property line is the
responsibility of the
homeowner to maintain and
keep trimmed, even if it is
placed along the
Association’s easement. The
ONLY exceptions to this are
the flower and shrub beds in
front of the signs at each
entrance. The Association
will maintain these areas, but
all other trees and shrubs
need to trimmed by the
homeowner.

- Garbage cans should
not be stored in the front or
sides of the house — basically,
not visible from the street or
sidewalks. And please don’t
place them on the curb for
pickup any sooner than 1 day
before collection day.

- Existing fences need to
remain in good repair.

If a neighbor is doing
something that you feel is in
violation of covenants, talk to
them. If this neighbor-to-
neighbor contact doesn’t
resolve the situation, then
please contact a Board
member to look into the
matter.

Once again, | am pleased to announce that our financial situation has never been stronger since
restitution of lost funds was paid. As of August 31st the balance in the Association Money Market
Account is $59,842.18.

In addition, this year we also made an extraordinary effort collecting all but one of the total Association
dues. Consequently, by August ending our Consolidated Statement of funds rose to $75,471.30. The
forecast of our Budget shows that we are right on target. And by the end of August, the Total Operating
expenses were $8,041.09. Therefore, we have executed only 45% of our budget and with four more
months this year, we can be sure that we will come ahead with approximately $7,000 budget surplus
remaining balance our checking account.

On another issue, as you all know, the downturn of the economy puts a stress on the local community.
Consequently, crime, vandalism and theft will increase. As we already are experiencing break-ins in cars
and residences, it is advisable to take precautions and stay vigilant - always lock cars, garage windows
and patio doors night and day. Set up your burglar alarm or let your neighbor know if you will be out of
town. Be aware that robbers typically survey the area before break-ins, and if you see something
suspicious around the neighborhood don’t hesitate to report it to the police and share with your
neighbors.

On social issues, we need to promote social interaction in our community. Therefore, we are asking for
volunteers to help coordinate and organize in your block one informal gathering to celebrate Harvest Day,
Christmas or New Year. We suggest an early evening sort of picnic or a potluck. Then, we could get
together in one or two cul-de-sacs, where we can exchange the taste of food, drinks, spirits and
conversation in a fresh and friendly atmosphere.

The mowing and grounds clean-up contractor, Dream Green Lawn care, has done a fine job so far this
year in mowing and clean-up of the common areas in a timely manner. Also, many thanks to Boy Scout
Troup 282 for their continued by-monthly litter clean-up around Mission Hills. We trust you will agree it
has been a long time since the entrances and common areas have looked this good.

The spring planting went well and all plants in the MH entrance flower beds seem to be thriving, except
for a few rose bushes which were stripped of leaves by insects. They seem to be recovering, however,
and the revitalized sprinkler system has helped most plants through the hot summer days with only
minimal sprinkler repair costs this year.

The Board has approved a one-time trimming of overhanging tree branches in the public space above
the sidewalk along 168" Street.
